IPS Captive Care Grant Application 2026

Please read these instructions carefully before submitting your proposal

The Welfare and Captive Care Committee of IPS awards grants of up to US$1500 for projects focusing on care of primates kept in ex-situ conditions (zoos, research facilities, sanctuaries, rescue centers, commercial facilities) in range countries. We welcome projects related to themes such as: 
· evaluating the welfare status of primates in captivity (preference given to projects using multiparametric approaches); 
· implementing and testing enrichment and rehabilitation protocols; 
· obtaining information from local wildlife officials and field researchers on the welfare issues relating to captive primates living in range-country facilities;
· training local staff on primate welfare care and captive conditions standards.
· improving structural conditions of enclosures for the well-being of captive primates living in range countries. 

We define range countries as those in which nonhuman primates naturally occur, so projects can be conducted in any range country in which any species of nonhuman primate lives naturally. Though the committee is interested in promoting the well-being of all captive primates regardless of where they live, these awards are specifically for those living in range countries. 

Please note that because the veterinary and husbandry environments where IPS members work are diverse and ethical issues cannot be properly addressed through our review process, projects that plan to use anesthesia are not eligible for this grant.

Approval (or submission of project) for local committee of ethics may be included but is not required. 

Past awardees are eligible to apply in subsequent years but only if the project is different from that which was previously awarded, and the post-grant report was properly submitted to this committee.

Proposals are judged using the following criteria:
· Direct welfare implications – the number of animals that might benefit directly from the work to be done.
· Indirect welfare benefits – through education, training of staff/scientists, local conservation efforts that might benefit
· Whether the project takes into account, and appropriately deals with, any potential animal welfare concerns, including possible negative effects on welfare associated with the project.
· Quality of project proposal (including the likelihood of successfully answering research question/s, if any)
· Feasibility of implementation
· Qualifications of the applicant
